	The problem
	Forensic scientists play a pivotal role in the criminal justice system, providing crucial information about the evidence to the trier of fact. Because the work they do both at the crime scene and in the laboratory often must be used in court, it is especially important that the training and education of forensic scientists provide a solid scientific background and a broad base in criminalistics. - establishing a strategy, based on accurate data on the forensic science community, for the efficient allocation of available funds to give strong support to forensic methodologies and practices in addition to DNA analysis;

- developing programs to improve understanding of the forensic science

disciplines and their limitations within legal systems; and

- assessing the development and introduction of new technologies in forensic investigations, including a comparison of new technologies with former ones.
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
