The consortium of partners is looking for a grant applicant for the project on tourisn and hospitality, which was submitted last year and did pass the assessment by external experts, but was not funded due to budgetary constraints. The assessment was quite positive with a few minor recommendations for inprovement. 

Unfortunately the former grant applicant is not able to sumbit the application this year due to external restructuring procedures and limited resources. Thus, since the proposal is developed, we need to find a grant applicant among EU universities interested in tourism and hospitality. 

The project summary  and list of partners are below. 

The project will reform the education of tourism and hospitality and management professionals through cooperation with four universities and one enterprise within the Russian Federation. Support has been sought from the relevant Federal agencies, Regional Administrations and the Russian hospitality Association. The consortium includes sector specialists from Higher Education institutions in Spain and Bulgaria. It also includes Russian Hotel Asociation and Russian Association of Tour Operators who represent the industry in RF.  

The project will introduce course building via ECTS, and student mobility through the introduction of the Diploma Supplement and mutual recognition of degrees by partners in the consortium. To accomplish this the project will work with senior university managers and administrators.  It will create new Masters courses for the industry, two single awards and two dual awards, at each Russian University partner (six new Masters courses and two dual awards total). Working closely with the Russian enterprise, the project will develop a suite of five new Continuing Professional Development Courses for the industry and will pilot all of them during the period of European funding.
