TEMPUS Project in Palestine : Seeking European partners 

Quality of physical and sports education in Palestine, public health and individual rights

Yvon LEZIART, senior lecturer (yvon.leziart@uhb.fr) and Monique LOQUET, associated professor and research advisor (monique.loquet@uhb.fr), professor-researchers in Sciences and Techniques of Sport and Physical Activities (STAPS) in Rennes 2 University, France, developed since 2007 a partnership in Palestine in order to help training sports and physical education teachers (EPS).

So far, 10 members have joined this project : 

- 5 Palestinian partners : Education Ministry (Ramallah), Al Qds University (Jerusalem), Khadouri University (Tulkarem), An-Najah University (Naplouse), non gouvernemental organisation “Project Hope” (Humanitarian Opportunities for Peace and Education) in Naplouse.

5 French partners : Rennes 2 University (project manager : International Relations Office and CREAD laboratory, Center for Research on the Education of Learning and Didactics), Paris 13 University (STAPS Bobigny), Workplace gymnastics sports Federation (FSGT, international federation “sport for everyone”) and an individual expert, professor Nabil El Haggar, Vice-president of Lille 1 University. This project is also supported by the cooperation and cultural action Office (SCAC) of the General Consulate of France in Jerusalem.
Our main focus is the emancipation of people through physical and sports education. This is completed by two other fields in accordance with this main orientation :

· public health and nutrition

· people’s rights, children’s rights and women’s rights

We would like to propose a project with « national structural measures » in the frame of a TEMPUS program.

We are looking for European partners interested in this project, and particularly in the sub-fields of health and individual rights.
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
